Call to Order: Dr. Moylan called the regular meeting of the Board of Health (BOH) to
order at 12:00 p.m.

Privilege of the Floor — Finger Lakes Marine Service: Barry Ford, owner of the
marina, explained the business operated for sixty years without a public water system.
Since taking over the company four years ago, he has been modernizing and working to
update the water system to meet the requirements. In December 2018, an engineer was
hired to install a water system, but it was the end of May before it was operational. There
were several reasons for the delay: the water system that was designed was outdated,
parts were not available, finding plumbers and suppliers to work on the system was
difficult, and getting it certified was a problem because no one was available to conduct
the inspection. The system is running. To prevent ongoing problems in the future, there
are plans to replace the current five stage system with a self-contained well-established
water system. Mr. Ford requested a waiver of the fine due to circumstances out of his
control throughout the process of installing the water system.
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Privilege of the Floor — Ko Ko Restaurant: Gyeongtak Kang addressed the Board on
behalf of his family who recently bought the restaurant. His family is from Korea and
there are some language issues. A couple of workers do not understand English and his
mother who owns and manages the restaurant does not have strong English-speaking
skills. Mr. Kang does not work at the restaurant, but he tries to help his mother
understand the violations and what needs to be corrected. In response to questions from
the Board, Mr. Kang said most of the staff understand correct food cooling procedures
and some new staff are being trained in food safety. A reduction of the $2,700 penalty
was requested.

Privilege of the Floor — Ithaca Marriott: Cathy Hart, General Manager at Marriott,
described the steps being taken to address the issue with refrigeration. The problematic
refrigerator, only 2 '4 years old, is being replaced and computerized temperature gauges
will be installed in all refrigeration units. After the new refrigerator is delivered, she will
provide proof of the purchase. As for food safety training, six employees have been
trained and three more will be trained in September. Their training certificates will be
available during inspections. Currently, there is a certified food service worker on-site
during hours of operation. She asked the BOH to consider waiving the fine.

Approval of June 25, 2019 Minutes: Dr. Morgan moved to approve the minutes of the
June 25, 2019 meeting as written; seconded by Dr. Evelyn. The vote to approve the
minutes as written: Ayes — 5; Abstention — 1 (Ms. Merkel).

Approval of July 18, 2019 Executive Committee Minutes: Dr. Evelyn moved to
approve the minutes of the July 18, 2019 Executive Committee meeting as written;
seconded by Dr. Dhundale. The vote to approve the minutes as written: Ayes —4;
Abstention — 2 (Ms. Merkel, Dr. Morgan).

Dual Department Head Update — County Administration: Amie Hendrix, Deputy
County Administrator, briefed the Board on the joint study of the Public Health and
Mental Health departments. The task force, created to evaluate the joint leadership
model, is currently conducting interviews of the direct reports to the Public Health
Director/Commissioner. In the next month, the task force will finalize its report with
recommendations that will be presented to the two boards at a joint meeting in October.
After hearing from the task force and two boards, County Administrator Jason Molino
will present his recommendation to the Legislature.

The task force has been conducting a comprehensive study. Members are talking
with other counties that have merged their two departments and those that have not. At
the last meeting, Jonathan Wood helped members understand what an integrated model
would mean for the two departments as far as regulations. While there is nothing to
prevent the integration, there are regulations that must be followed. The two boards
would remain separate because each has different functions.

Ms. Hendrix responded to questions from Board members:
e In conversations with other counties, it is hard to compare local governments that
may provide different mental and public health services to their residents than
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Tompkins County. However, it is helpful to learn about each county’s past
experiences if the decision was made to integrate care.

e Before the County Administrator makes his recommendation to the Legislature,
the two boards will have the opportunity to hear the recommendations of the task
force and to voice their opinions at the joint meeting in October. The hope is to
have a recommendation from all but there could be dissenting opinions from the
boards.

Financial Summary: Ms. Grinnell Crosby referred to the financial summary in the
packet. Second quarter state aid was filed. Those figures will show in the report for
August or September once the Finance office posts the various claims. She did not have
anything further to add to the report.

Administration Report: Mr. Kruppa was not present for the meeting.

Health Promotion Program Report: Ms. Hillson reported on the Kresge Foundation’s
Emerging Leaders in Public Health initiative. The focus is to develop a new strategic plan
for the Health Department and assess the readiness of the department to undertake the
transformative role of a population health strategist for the community. A consultant was
hired who is conducting one-on-one interviews of senior leadership staff and will be
leading several staff retreats.

Medical Director’s Report: In an update to his report, Dr. Klepack noted the Supreme
Court of the State of New York upheld the vaccination law that was passed in June and
signed by the Governor.

Dr. Moylan asked Dr. Klepack if he would be writing an article to the Editor of
the Ithaca Journal about vaping. In the next few weeks, Dr. Klepack will be coordinating
with Ms. Hillson to write the article. According to Dr. Evelyn the New York State
Department of Health (NYSDOH) and Centers for Disease Control and Prevention
(CDC) have sent out alerts to doctors and hospitals as part of their investigation into the
deaths associated with vaping. In response to Mr. McLaughlin’s inquiry about releasing a
PSA, Ms. Grinnell Crosby recommended TCHD staff look into the possibility and report
back to the BOH. Dr. Klepack volunteered to help with the effort and Ms. Hillson offered
to check with Tobacco Free Tompkins to ensure consistency of the messaging.

Division for Community Health Report: Ms. Bishop updated her report:
e The last bullet under the first section of her July report should be edited to read:
“Completed respiratory fit test on July 30.”
e Our recently hired WIC Program Nutritionist passed her dietetic certification
exam.

Children with Special Care Needs Report: Ms. Thomas was not present for the
meeting.

County Attorney’s Report: Mr. Wood had nothing to report.
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Environmental Health Report: Ms. Cameron had nothing to add to the written report.
She requested Environmental Health (EH) administrative actions be moved forward on
the agenda before EH enforcement actions since the Finger Lakes Marine Service owner
is present.

Report on the Community Services Board (CSB) Meeting: The CSB did not hold a
regular meeting in August. Any BOH member interested in attending the next CSB
meeting on September 9, 2019 should contact Ms. Comisi.

Model Practice Award Presentations: This year, the National Association of County
and City Health Officials (NACCHO) recognized TCHD for two innovative public health
projects that respond to critical local public health needs. The awards for the Ithaca
College Public Health Initiatives and the SafeCare Program were handed out at
NACCHO’s annual meeting in Orlando, Florida. The Ithaca College Public Health
Initiatives was selected as one of the top ten projects to be presented at the conference. In
addition, a poster highlighting the SafeCare Program that was on display at the
conference is now hanging in the Health Department lobby along with the awards.

Nina Saeli, Tompkins County Public Health Preparedness Coordinator, spoke
about the Ithaca College Public Health Initiatives. For five years, TCHD and Ithaca
College (IC) have been collaborating to train students to be Medical Reserve Corps
volunteers. Once the students receive training, IC provides the forum for students to
practice executing an exercise in public health preparedness. In the past five years,
students have participated in large-scale mass vaccination exercises. During these
exercises, IC students field half of the leadership roles in 80% of the worker positions.
The purpose of these activities has been to enable IC to mitigate the loss of life and/or
health of its students, faculty and staff. It has made IC a key public health resource.

Dr. Moylan congratulated Ms. Saeli, her staff and TCHD. From her perspective as
a member of the IC community, Dr. Moylan shared that this has been a great partnership
for the college and for the students who receive hands on experience.

Rachel Buckwalter, Community Health Nurse, described the SafeCare Program
as an evidence-based, behavioral parent-training program for parents of children ages 0-5
years who have been reported for child neglect. SafeCare started in Tompkins County as
a result of grant funding to the Department of Social Services (DSS) and Tompkins
Family Treatment Court. From 2009-2014, there was an increase locally in cases of
children being removed from their parents due to parental substance abuse. Eventually,
DSS and Family Treatment Court partnered with the Health Department to have
Community Health Nurses provide SafeCare's in-home instruction. The structured
curriculum focuses on child health, home safety and parent-child interactions to promote
positive parenting. Data from the first three years show that SafeCare is working to
reunify families and prevent recidivism. Previously the family reunification rate was
around 42%. After SafeCare implementation it is now 82%. Success is due to strong
community partnerships and administrative support from the Health Department. Ms.
Buckwalter thanked Karen Bishop, Frank Kruppa and the Board of Health for supporting
the program.

On behalf of the BOH, Dr. Moylan congratulated Ms. Buckwalter and her
colleagues who participate in SafeCare to strengthen families.

2020 Budget Update: Ms. Grinnell Crosby referred to the information in the packet
showing the budget numbers submitted to County Administration. Since the preliminary
budget report at the June BOH meeting, there were some small changes after some
pricing was verified and some increases in mandates (particularly in Preschool Special
Ed). The only change that has happened since the budget was submitted is the withdrawal
of the over target request (OTR) for ergonomic funds. The funds are not being spent so
they will be re-appropriated from this year to next year.

Change in the Order of Agenda Items: Ms. Cameron’s earlier request to move EH
Administrative Actions ahead of EH Enforcement Actions was granted by the BOH.

Finger Lakes Marine Service, T-Lansing, request to waive enforcement penalty
(Resolution #EH-ENF-19-0012): Barry Ford appeared earlier in the meeting to discuss
the reasons he was requesting the fine be waived. Ms. Cameron reminded Board
members that the marina was under BOH enforcement actions. The draft resolution stated
the $400 fine would be waived if the owner submitted the completed works for the water
system by July 15, 2019. The deadline was not met so the approved final resolution
included the fine. After discussing the matter with the department’s Public Health
Engineer, TCHD staff does not support waiving the $400 fine for the reasons stated in the
owner’s letter. The owner referred to the water system as antiquated; however, the design
for the water system is based on NYSDOH design documents and is standard for that
type of treatment process. Other facilities in Tompkins County have that same design.

For purposes of discussion, Mr. McLaughlin moved the Finger Lakes Marine
Service’s request to waive the enforcement penalty; seconded by Dr. Dhundale.

In response to questions from Board members, Ms. Cameron answered:

e The process to get the marina’s water system completed has been going on for
multiple years.

e Finger Lakes Marine Service is a unique operation. It was one of the first marine
services to be identified as a public water system in New York State. TCHD has
been working with the marina to get an approved water system designed and
constructed. The deadline was extended once before.

e The completion certificate was submitted so the water system has been approved.

The vote on the motion to approve Finger Lakes Marine Service’s request to
waive the enforcement penalty: Ayes: 0; Nays: 5; Abstention: 1 (Dr. Dhundale).

Ko Ko Restaurant, C-Ithaca, request to waive the enforcement penalty (Resolution
#EH-ENF-19-0021): Ms. Cameron pointed out Ko Ko’s request was not on the agenda
because a formal request was not submitted. The family representative, Gyeongtak Kang,
addressed the Board earlier in the meeting to request a reduction of the $2,700 penalty.
Ms. Cameron noted the fine is for the facility’s multiple violations including the violation
of BOH Orders and for not submitting the required food safety training certificates. There
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was a request from Ko Ko’s to reduce the fine before it was due on August 15, 2019;
however, the July BOH meeting was cancelled so the request could not be brought to the
Board at that time.

During the discussion about utilizing language line during inspections:

e Mr. Parr commented there were notes on one of the inspection reports indicating
proper cooling techniques were explained in the operator’s primary language. It
suggests language line may have been used during that visit. On October 29,
2018, TCHD inspectors conducted a HACCP inspection that takes a food item
from the time it comes into the restaurant through the different temperature zones.
It is an involved inspection that requires a lot of explanation. At the re-inspection
there were no violations cited so there must have been some positive
communication.

e Ms. Cameron added Kristee Morgan, the inspector who conducted the HACCP,
has reported TCHD staff has offered the services of language line several times.
The owner has refused the services but has asked questions that indicated she
understood the information being communicated.

For purposes of the discussion, Dr. Evelyn moved Ko Ko Restaurant’s request to
waive the enforcement penalty; seconded by Ms. Merkel. The vote on the motion to
approve Ko Ko Restaurant’s request to waive the enforcement penalty: Ayes: 0; Nays: 6.

BOH Quorum: Dr. Dhundale departed the meeting at 1:36 p.m. A quorum of five BOH
members was present for conducting the remaining business.

Resolution #EH-ENF-19-0020 — Kenney’s Septic Service, T-Newfield, Violation of
Article VI of the Tompkins County Sanitary Code (Sewage): Mr. McLaughlin moved
to accept the resolution as written; seconded by Dr. Evelyn.

Ms. Cameron reported Kenney’s Septic Service installed a sewage system without
a permit. Formal enforcement action was taken against the contractor because he should
have known a permit was required. A Notice of Violation was issued to the property
owners because they are the responsible party. The owners were surprised to find out
there was a permitting problem but they have been cooperative and have obtained all
other necessary permits.

The vote in favor of the resolution as written was unanimous.

Resolution #EH-ENF-19-0026 — Ithaca Marriott, C-Ithaca, Violation of BOH
Orders #EH-ENF-18-0052 and Subpart 14-1 of the New York State Sanitary Code
(Food): Cathy Hart, General Manager of the Ithaca Marriott, spoke earlier in the meeting
to explain the improvements being made at the facility and to request a waiver of the fine.
Dr. Morgan moved to accept the resolution as written; seconded by Dr. Evelyn.

Ms. Cameron explained the restaurant had cold holding violations for multiple
foods. Due to the violation of BOH Orders, the fine was increased to $800 and food
safety training requirements for food service workers were added.

The vote in favor of the resolution as written was unanimous.
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Resolution #EH-ENF-19-0027 — Festival Foods, T-Ulysses, Violations of Subpart 14-
2 of the New York State Sanitary Code (Temporary Food): Mr. McLaughlin moved
to accept the resolution as written; seconded by Dr. Morgan. The motion carried
unanimously.

Resolution #EH-ENF-19-0029 — On the Street, T-Ulysses, Violations of Subpart 14-1
of the New York State Sanitary Code (Food): Mr. McLaughlin moved to accept the
resolution as written; seconded by Dr. Evelyn.

Ms. Cameron mentioned the vendor operates concession stands at the Ithaca
Farmers Market and the GrassRoots Festival. In his letter (Attachment 1), the owner
outlines the challenges of serving food outdoors in hot weather and describes issues with
the electrical power at the festival site. Due to these circumstances, he requests a
reduction in the fine.

The vote in favor of the resolution as written was unanimous.

Resolution #EH-ENF-19-0030 — Ciao!, V-Lansing, Violations of Subpart 14-1 of the
New York State Sanitary Code (Food): Dr. Morgan moved to accept the resolution as
written; seconded by Dr. Evelyn. The motion carried unanimously.

Adjournment: Dr. Morgan moved to adjourn the meeting; seconded by Mr.
McLaughlin. The meeting adjourned at 1:58 p.m.

e Brenda and I presented the 2020 budget to the Legislature. The budget includes
rate increases for the Pre K service providers, a reduction in rabies costs and a
finalization of administrative reorganization. Presentations will continue for
another week and then the committee will take up voting on potential changes.

e Senior Leadership from both PH and MH have met for 2 of 3 half day leadership
retreats conducted by the Batiste Group as part of the Kresge grant. We have
been discussing the further integration of services to maximize the impact on the
health of our community. It is important to point out that this is independent of
the review of the two departments being conducted by the taskforce. There is an
alignment within Senior Leadership that better coordination of services is
necessary independent of the structure of the two departments. Whether one or
two departments, alignment of our work will improve the health outcomes of
those we serve.

e Sam Hillson and I participated in a City of Ithaca Vision Zero event. The City is
undertaking an effort to reduce traffic accidents and injuries. They brought
together stakeholders to introduce the concept. The City Engineer has formed a
team of local researchers to evaluate the current situation and offer potential
interventions.

Vaping Update

At the August BOH meeting, there was discussion about emerging issues regarding vaping and use
of electronic cigarettes. The Board requested that TCHD staff inform the Board about outreach and
education regarding this topic.

The current NYS health advisory regarding vaping-associated lung illness is an important issue,
but should not supersede the necessity for action on the already well established evidence that
vaping among teens is itself a public health emergency that was long ago labeled an epidemic. The
action that needs to be taken should focus on the retail environment, where e-cigarettes and vaping
devices are marketed in a manner that drives youth interest in and willingness to experiment with
vaping.

Furthermore, new NYS Youth Tobacco Survey data indicate that youth who currently vape are
twice as likely to be open to smoking conventional cigarettes.

The areas of focus based on the Advancing Tobacco Free Communities workplan include:
« Statewide media to distribute messaging including youth use of e-cigarettes (target parents of
school-age children)
* Tobacco Industry Influence in the Retail Environment
* Presentation by Tobacco Free Tompkins about Juul at the June 2018 BOH
* School Presentations with Reality Check — Spring 2019

Additionally:
» Health Promotion in consultation with Tobacco Free Tompkins will continue Social Media
messaging, pulling from expert content (CDC, NYS DOH)
o Example: July 22 post about e-cigarettes and flavored tobacco

* ATUPA — Health Promotion/Tobacco Free Tompkins and Environmental Health will
determine how ATUPA funds will be used to build awareness about the dangers of e-
cigarette use through marketing, radio ads, etc.

 The protocol for ATUPA minor checks currently focuses on the purchase of vape/electronic
cigarette devices, if the retailer sells these products.

Attended two meetings of the Leading Change Initiative 2019 with Batiste Leadership which involved Senior
Leadership as part of the process in pursuing the initiative of both mental health and public health taking further
actions with regard to social determinates of health.

Presented information on THC and CBD to the Health Care Planning Council on September 9*. In
attendance were about 50-60 individuals, representing many walks of life in our County.

Attended TCHD’s Community Health Quality Assurance meeting. Agenda topics include items regarding
clinical care in multiple programs of TCHD: MOMs, Lead, Community Health, and a review of any complaints
(there were none), incidents, and a discussion of clinical care issues. At this meeting we had a productive
discussion regarding increasing community awareness of the MOMs program, transition of care from
incarceration in the jail to community, and case management of complex cases. Case management is a term that
refers to an individual working with a client whose health care is complicated and whose health is at risk or is
impaired partially due to social determinants of health and / or the complexity of their health care problem(s).
The case manager seeks to ensure the client understands the plan for their care, is able to attend sessions with
care givers and to minimize the negative impact of social determinants on that client’s health at present and into
the future. Social determinants include (but are not limited to) having adequate housing and transportation,
adequate income (to provide for shelter, food, supplies, with some cushion sufficient to give reasonable security
and, thus, allay anxiety and depression), education (particularly that related to understanding their situation),
and access to health care.

There can be multiple case managers for a client. This can result when multiple organizations are involved
(e.g.hospital, insurance company, DSS etc.). A need for coordination is obviously present between
organizations and between case managers.

Met with Geoff Dunn of Emergency Response regarding AEDs and Narcan and the county’s program. Mr.
Dunn recently replaced Beth Harrington in this position. We reviewed the history of the program and its
operational parameters.

Continuing Education/Community Presentations-
e CHS nursing staff continue to participate in weekly immunization training webinars (June-
October) on the CDC sponsored Pink Book series.

Lead Poisoning Prevention- No open lead cases.
Immunizations-

e During August and September Health Department staff have fielded many phone calls helping
students, parents, school nurses and provider offices prepare for back-to school immunizations,
especially in light of the removal of the religious exemption on June 13, 2019. We are seeing an
increase in scheduled clinic visits and in phone calls pertaining to those who are affected by the
removal of the religious exemption. As we talk with area school nurses, we are hearing that
most students with religious exemptions are now getting vaccinated. Some parents have
continued to request a delayed vaccination schedule, and much education has been given to
parents and providers regarding the need to provide catch-up immunizations based on the ACIP
guidelines. Over the last few months we have provided immunization education and outreach
to providers,school administratiors and school nurses via blast fax and emails keeping them
updated on the new law and providing guidance on writing valid medical exemptions. We also
issued a press release on Back to School Immunizations, a letter to the editor on What Qualifies
as a Medical Exemption and ran a radio ad for back to school immunizations.

Communicable Disease-

e Measles outbreak in NYS: As of September 11, 2019 the case count was 406 in NYS with the
most recent case onset date 8/19/19. In NYC the case count was 649 with the outbreak now
declared over as 2 incubation periods have occurred since the last case.

e Anaplasmosis/Babesiosis: Two cases of Anaplasmosis in August. Case #1 in an 84 year old

female with no recent travel history; reported spending significant time outdoors gardening.
Symptoms included fever, hypoxia and thrombocytopenia. Case #2 was in a 66 year old male
with no recent travel history; reported multiple tick attachments. Case with complaint of fever,
malaise, headache and joint pain. One case of Babesiosis in a 68 year old male with travel
history to Ohio. Symptoms included fever, anemia, thrombocytopenia, rash and headache. All
three cases were treated and have recovered.

e Legionellosis: Two cases during August. Case #1 in a 93 year old male who presented to local ER
with fever, cough, and dehydration; admitted with pneumonia. Potential exposures included
living near a local water plant and exposure to construction sites. Case #2 in a 80 year old male
presented to local ER after a fall and was admitted with SOB, cough, rib fracture and pleural
effusion. No specific exposure was identified. Both cases were discharged from the hospital and
have recovered.

e HIV Testing/Counseling: During the month of August, the Health Department offered 5 clinic
dates at multiple testing sites. There were 9 people tested; there were no positive results.

Tuberculosis- (1 active TB case)

63 year old male from China; came to US in 1990. Presented to family provider in North Dakota in
February 2018 due to cough, weight loss, fatigue and SOB. Work up included an abnormal chest xray;
positive QFT; and abnormal CT scan. Sputum was negative for MTB at that time. He presented again to
provider in North Dakota in October 2018 with a resurgence of cough and weight loss. In December
2018 sputum specimens collected; AFB smear negative, and culture positive for MTB at 8 weeks, initial
sensitivities came back as Rifampin resistent. Case started on 4-drug treatment (Moxifloxacin for
Rifampin due to drug resistance) on March 6, 2019. An interjurisdictional report was received from
North Dakota that client was moving back to NY to be with his family and case was admitted to TCHD for
TB case management on April 26. Sputum culture showed drug resistance to Rifampin with sensitivity to
all other first and second line medications. Negative Mtb culture conversion documented after 3 months
of treatment. Case has had a difficult time with reported medication adverse side effects which
required medication adjustments. Case is now on 3 drug treatment and is tolerating present regime. He
has been followed daily for DOT, except weekends. Treatment will continue through December.

LTBI (Latent Tuberculosis Infection): There were 21 Tuberculin Screening Tests (TST) placed during the
month of August; all negative results.
